FINDING THE CENTER
No one can serve two masters; for a slave will either hate the
one and love the other, or be devoted to the one and despise
the other. You cannot serve God and wealth.
—Matthew 6:24

The call to worship the Lord extends far beyond
going to Mass or using certain words in prayer. At
its root, it’s a call to place God and God’s Kingdom
in the very center of our lives.

In the passage above, Jesus used wealth as the ex-
ample of a rival “master” perhaps because of how
common it is to put our ultimate hope or trust in
money over the Lord. Of course, it might be some-
thing else that vies for that central place in our
hearts—esteem from others, a desire for romance, a
need to be right.

Serving the Lord above all else does not mean do-
ing only religious things. It’s a matter of prioritiz-
ing who or what is in the central place. Who or
what is our ultimate concern and greatest pursuit?
Who or what gives shape, direction, and strength
to all the other plans and projects of our lives.

Our hearts were created to desire infinite love, infi-
nite joy. And nothing other than God, who is infi-
nite, can ultimately satisfy this longing. “Those who
choose another god multiply their sorrows” (Psalm
16:4). Worshiping the Lord means learning to place
all our hope and trust in God, our only sure foun-
dation and reliable guide.
