I am Father Geronimo Gonzalez. I was born in the A
state of Jalisco, in Mexico in 1983. In 1993, my
family moved to Colorado where I eventually be-
came a parishioner of Saint James Parish with my
family. We normally attended the Mass in Spanish at the parish. I received
my confirmation in the parish. For many years, I served as an altar server, a
catechist and (when I was old enough) became an Extraordinary Minister of
the Eucharist. It was during this time that the Lord confirmed my desire to go to the seminary. My
desire to become a priest had been with me from childhood, but it was during my time at Saint
James that my desire and awareness of the Lord’s call grew. With the help and encouragement of
some generous parishioners, I was able to go to the seminary for discernment retreats while I was
in high school. When I graduated from high school in 2002, I applied to a seminary and was ac-
cepted to go to a college seminary in Minnesota where I spent two years. I continued my seminary
formation at Saint John Vianney Theological Seminary, here in Denver, until I was ordained a
priest on May 21, 2011.

I had the privilege of celebrating my very first Mass at Saint James Parish. My first assignment as
a priest was at Saint John the Baptist in Longmont. Just a year later, I was assigned as parochial
vicar of St. Michaels in Craig, Holy Family in Meeker, and St Ignatius in Rangely in the Western
Slope. I served as parochial vicar for a year at which point I was made the pastor of the three par-
ishes. I was in this position for another five years before I was asked to move to the seminary to be
a formation advisor and help form seminarians for the priesthood. I have been working in the sem-
inar for the last six years. I will soon be moving forward to a new assignment. I am excited to con-
tinue to serve the people of the Archdiocese of Denver with the help of the grace given to me by
the Lord. Although I am now rarely able to visit Saint James, I am deeply grateful to the Lord for
the time I had as a parishioner of Saint James Parish. Giving your life to Christ as a priest is not
easy, but it is well worth it! because in poverty the Lord surprises you with His great
richness.

THOUSANDS MARCH FOR TRUTH AND LOVE

AT INAUGURAL MARCH FOR LIFE IN COLORADO
By:Aaron Lambert... April 13, 2024

Thousands converged on the Colorado State Capitol April 12 to be
the voice of the voiceless at the very first Colorado March For Life.
As Colorado continues to pass legislation which only serves to main-
tain its reputation as the most pro-abortion state in the country, the
gathering of nearly 4,000 people acted as a powerful witness to a
bustling downtown Denver that the pro-life movement is very much
alive and well, and efforts to build a culture of life in Colorado and
beyond are far from flatlined — even in a post-Roe v. Wade world.

Speakers at the rally included Bishop Jorge H. Rodriguez, Bishop
James R. Golka of the Diocese of Colorado Springs, National March
for Life president Jeanne Mancini, author and Ethics and Public Poli-
cy Center fellow Alexandra DeSanctis, Dr. Catherine Wheeler and
Dr. Christina Francis of the American Association of Pro-Life OB-
GYNs, Colorado State Representative Brandi Bradley and local
Catholic, Christian and ecumenical leaders.

During the march itself, the thousands gathered spilled into Colfax
Avenue in a bold and joyful display of pro-life power. High schoolers
from Bishop Machebeuf High School could be heard shouting re-
frains of “Protect Life!” and chanting the Salve Regina. Even con-
fused passersby couldn’t help but smile and wave.

Bishop Jorge H. Rodrfgucz opcncd the rally in a prayer, and offered
30 seconds of silence for those preborn lives lost to abortion. Rep.
Bradley then took to the microphones, joined by her fellow pro-life
legislators, who stepped out from the legislative session happening
just inside to greet the crowd.

“66 babies a day are aborted in our state. We have the most radical
and the most extreme abortion laws in the country, including day-of
-birth abortions,” Rep. Bradley said. “We are not a pro-choice state.
We are a pro-murder state. There’s no choice in Colorado anymore.
This state has attacked a woman’s right to receive help from alterna-
tive pregnancy centers. This state has attacked and limited a woman
from taking life-saving progesterone for her baby after the first
chemical abortion pill. This state is not pro-choice, it’s pro-abortion

only. The people of Colorado need to hear that.”

“Every single one of you personally has the capacity to be
that little light that can make a shift in the tide and change
one person at a time, one person at a time, but ultimately
build a culture of'life in Colorado,” Mancini said. “And I
want to say this, Colorado, I believe that you have some of
the best fruits for building a culture of life.”

Remember that powerful message spoken here in Denver by Pope
John Paul II 30 years ago, that life is more powerful than the
forces of death, that truth is more powerful than darkness,
and that love is stronger than death.”
